RE: SU-06-06:  SPECIAL USE PERMIT IN THE AG. AGRICULTURAL PRIORITY DISTRICT TO ALLOW A 241.09 – ACRE RESIDENTIAL PLANNED COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT.

The Development Review Committee of the Upper Rock River Ecosystem Partnership, a volunteer organization committed to the promotion of development based on environmentally sound principals, submits the following comments regarding Zoning Map Amendment SU-06-06.

The parcel, for which a request for a zoning change for a Special Use Permit to allow a planned community development, has a high Land Evaluation score because it is in a prime agricultural area.  In  addition, the proposed use of this parcel is inconsistent with the 2010 Land Use Plan.

Zoning requests to change agricultural use to allow for home sites should be considered very carefully.  This request is an example of scattered subdivisions, allowing development in an area that is not contiguous to developed land.
